Executive Summary

o

In 2013, China Development Institute (CDI) has made gratifying progress and great achievement in all aspects of
work.

1. Public Policy Study

Although the trend of economy was stable, China was making efforts on sustaining balance between growth and
reform in 2013. Looking into the future, China also has to face up to some of the challenges in economic and social
development. Focusing on economic quality, adjusting the economic structure, improving people's livelihood,
enhancing the international competitiveness are of significance to ensure development and social stability, which are
also the main issues that CDI keeps on concerning and studying.

1. The study On Utilitarianism will be finished and published in 2014. Following Opening, a Nation's Rise and Fall
and China Model and System, On Utilitarianism is the third major research with joint efforts of Mr. Chen Jinhua,
Former Vice Chairman of Chinese People’s Political Consultative Conference and CDI research team.

2. With joint efforts of 38 senior research fellows of CDI, Annual Report on China'’s Opening-up has been published,
which will become a focal annual series of CDI since 2013.

3. In 2013, CDI gave special priorities to the study of Untimely Withdrawal of Migrant Workers: Theories, Practices
and Policies, of which result has been published by the China Economic Publishing House.

4. Study on the Experience and Lessons of Five-year Plan—Case Analysis Based on Local Perspective had been
started in 2013. China is about to enter the period of Thirteenth Five-year Plan while case study from local perspective
plays an important role in both practice and theory. By reviewing and analyzing the cases of local planning, we can
figure out problems existing in the current planning and provide a new perspective to improve the state-level Five-
year Plan.

5. The fifth edition of CDI China Financial Center Index (CDI CFCI) has been released. This is the fifth straight
edition released by CDI since 2009. The report gives analysis on the progress and achievement of financial centers
and financial development in 31 mainland cities. Shanghai, Beijing and Shenzhen remain the leading positions in top
three respectively in the Index.

2. Research Projects for Governments at Different Level

CDI tends to focus on the trend of global and domestic economy, offering forward-looking and pragmatic service to
governments at different levels. Study and consulting projects in 2013 are summarized as follows:

1. Research projects at national, ministerial and provincial level

(1) Entrusted by Ethiopian Ministry of Industry, CDI joined hands with experts from Beijing, Tianjin and Suzhou to
conduct consulting project for Ethiopian special economic zone. The project team has completed the site investigation
in Ethiopia twice and started the compiling work of developing strategy, overall planning and spatial layout.

(2) CDI conducts overseas research and consulting projects, indicating that China gradually begins to export
intangible products worldwide, which is an important manifestation of the rising of China’s soft power. In 2012, CDI
had undertaken the consulting project of Shanxi-Africa Cooperation Zone in Mauritius. It is now discussing with
Venezuela on the project of setting up special economic zone in the coming future.
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(3) Entrusted by Ministry of Commerce (MOFCOM), CDI had conducted the report on “30-year Development of
National Economic and Technological Development Zones”. CDI invited the Development Research Center of State
Council, the State Council Research Office, Academy of Macroeconomic Research of National Development and
Reform Commission (NDRC), the MOFCOM Research Institute and representatives of development zones to involve
in all of the 11 research topics. CDI team undertook the overall report as well as the study on the function orientation
and development direction of national economic and technological development zones.

(4) CDI had taken over the research project of “Capital Structure Changes in Hong Kong after its Return to China’s
Sovereignty” from the Hong Kong-Macao Affairs Office (HMO) of the State Council. Meanwhile, entrusted by
HMO Shenzhen, CDI had studied on cross boarder students (CBS) and completed the “Report on CBS Trends and
Strategies”.

(5)CDI had conducted a series of major research projects entrusted by Guangdong provincial government, including
“Application of Hong Kong Experience to Improve Regional Economic and Social Management of Pearl-River Delta
Region”, “Transformation of Government Function to Promote Pearl-River Delta Integration”, and “Shenzhen-Hong
Kong Cooperation to Promote International Competitiveness”.

(6)Entrusted by National Development and Reform Commission (NDRC) and Asian Development Bank (ADB),
CDI had conducted the policy study on “Regulatory Framework for Industrial Relocation in China” which had
been published as the ADB annual report in 2012. CDI continued the second phase of the project in 2013 on the
management of Asian cities, which provided feasibility study on ADB loans to industrial relocation projects.

(7)Entrusted by Administration Committee of Guangxi Beibu Gulf Economic Zone, CDI had undertaken the study on
“Setting up Pilot Zone of Comprehensive Reform in Guangxi Beibu Gulf Region”.

2. Research projects for Shenzhen Municipal Government

Shenzhen Municipal Government has always been supporting CDI. In Jul 2013, Mr. Wang Rong, Party Secretary of
Shenzhen gave an inspection to CDI, and proposed high expectations on CDI to offer policy suggestions for the local
governments.

(1) In 2013, CDI participated in 3 major researches of Shenzhen Municipal Party Committee and Municipality,
including “Enhance Shenzhen’s Role as a National Economic Center”, “Construction of a Comprehensive Innovative
Ecosystem” and “Creating a National Ecological Demonstration Zone”.

(2) CDI had undertaken 5 major researches entrusted by Shenzhen Municipal Government, including “Follow-up
Study of the Top Ten Cities in Economic Development”, “Transformation and Upgrading of Manufacturing Industry”,
“Study on the Path of Transformation of Global Major Cities”, “RMB Internationalization and Cooperation between
Shenzhen and Hong Kong to Build Global Financial Centre” and “Shale Gas Development Prospects and Shenzhen’s
Coping Strategies”.

(3) In the Shenzhen Outstanding Research Commendation Meeting, CDI won the second prize with its studies on
“Optimizing Talent Structure of Shenzhen SEZ”, and “Development Strategy of Shenzhen Service Trade”. CDI
gained the third prize with its reports on “Offsite development of Shenzhen Enterprises”, “Internationalization of
Shenzhen Finance Industry” and “Strategy of Introducing Social Forces into Medical Service Industry in Shenzhen”.

(4) Entrusted by Development Research Center of Shenzhen Municipal Government, CDI had conducted the study on
the “Cooperation Opportunities among the BRICS Countries”. The report made a systematical study on the strategic
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opportunities, cooperation models and implementation approaches for Shenzhen and its enterprises involving into the
BRICS cooperation.

(5)Entrusted by Shenzhen Municipal Government, CDI had undertaken the research of “Overall Planning of
Shenzhen International Biological Valley”. The planning aims to establish a world’s leading innovation center in
biotechnology and gathering base of biological industry.

(6)Based on CDI, Shenzhen Development and Reform Commission will build up a public research and consultation
platform for emerging strategic industries. CDI will track and monitor the development of biological, Internet and
new material industry, and provide public services accordingly. This could be one of the major breakthroughs of CDI
in the research of industry economy in recent years.

(7) Entrusted by Emergency Management Office of Shenzhen Municipality, CDI had completed the White Paper on
City Safety (public health) Assessment and Public Safety, which is the first of its kind in China.

(8)Entrusted by Shenzhen Policy Consultation Committee, CDI conducted the study on the “Development of Policy-
oriented Think Tank”.

3. Consultation Projects with CDI Features

In 2013, CDI maintained a stable momentum by completing 156 researches and consulting projects.
The consultation projects covered a wider range of areas:

1. “Building up Harmonious Cities with Competitiveness”, for which CDI provided feasibility solutions on urban
development strategy, spatial planning, new district, urban renewal, industrial park, urban management system,
integration of urban and rural areas, etc.

2. CDI continued its study on strategic emerging industries, especially marine economy, low carbon economy, health
industry, Internet economy, etc.

3. CDI had made further progress in international consultation by exporting Chinese experience towards other
developing countries such as African and South American countries in SEZ construction.

4. CDI has been exploring a new model that provides continuous consultation services to local governments as a
partner and training base.

4. Academic Activities

CDI has been active in academic exchanges, via information exchanges, mutual visits with our counterparts including
international organizations, embassies and other think tanks from home and abroad. Additionally, seminars and
workshops have been held on regular and irregular basis.

1. “The 4th Shenzhen Academic Conference”. In January 2013, CDI hosted an Economic Summit during the
annual conference. Professor Cao Yuanzheng, Chief Economist of the Bank of China gave a speech on “2013 China
Economic Outlook™.

2. “Shenzhen Financial Centre Development Summits”. The Summits was held in Washington in July, co-hosted by
China Development Institute (CDI), Economic Strategy Institute (ESI), and the Financial Industry Development and
Service Office of Shenzhen Municipal People's Government. The summit aims to introduce economic achievements
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of China, as well as to enhance understanding and communication among financial sectors and the academia in
Shenzhen and North America.

3. “The 9th Shanghai-Tianjin-Shenzhen Forum on Comprehensive Supporting Reform”. Co-hosted by Shanghai
Academy of Social Sciences, Binhai Research Institute of Tianjin and CDI, the Forum was held in Tianjin, themed
with “Transformation and Innovation”. The main topics included the overall planning and practice at local level,
social construction and management; scientific and technological system reform, pilot free trade area; reform of
financial industry, and new urbanization.

4. “International Seminar for Shenzhen Charity Fair” was held in September 2013, co-organized by CDI, UNDP
and Bill & Miranda Gates Foundation, themed with “Innovate Philanthropy for Civil Society Development”. Topics
including new technology, the role of business in civil society, and legal system of China's philanthropy have been
discussed.

5. “CDI’s Annual Meeting in Beijing” was held in November, with the sponsorship of Shenzhen Soft Science
Development Foundation. It focused on the challenges and opportunities in the new round of China’s opening-up.

6. “The 4th China Soft Science Awarding Ceremony”. In November, the Awards was announced in Beijing. Dr. Shen
Deyong, Executive Vice President of the Supreme People's Court and Dr. Jia Kang, Director of National Institute
of Fiscal Science, won the Outstanding Achievement Award with “How Should We Guard against Miscarriages of
Justice”, and “On the Reforms of Resource Tax and Electric Power System” respectively.

7. “The 7th Shenzhen-Hong Kong Cooperation Forum” was held under the theme of “Cooperation and Innovative
Approaches”, participants from both cities discussed the cooperation in education, recycling, green industry, energy,
health care, etc. The Forum was co-hosted by the Central Policy Unit (CPU) of Hong Kong SAR Government, and
Shenzhen Special Economic Zone Research Association and CDI.

8. “The 5th Shenzhen Academic Conference”, Professor Huang Yiping from China Economic Research Center of
Peking University gave a speech on “Global Economy and Prospect Forecast of China’s Economy™.

5. Social Responsibility

In recent years, CDI has been actively involving in charitable activities and relevant projects.

1. CDI initiated the Shenzhen Soft Science Development Foundation, aiming to promote the development of soft
science in China. It provides sponsorship mainly through three projects. In 2013, the 3rd China Soft Science Award
winners gave a speech in Fudan University, Shanghai. In November, the 4th China Soft Science Awarding Ceremony
was held in Beijing. The annual award and frequent seminars play a positive role in promoting public policy research.

2. Ma Hong Foundation was under the sponsorship of CDI. Through initiating the website of “Public Assessment on
Government Performance”, it creates a platform to encourage the grassroots input be included in the entire process of
policy-making and implementation.

3. In April 2013, a devastated earthquake took place in Ya’an, Sichuan Province. CDI collected 50,000 RMB from its
staff for the rescue and recovery of disaster areas. CDI entrusted the donation to a professional charity organization to
directly contribute it to schools in need of faculty training.

4. CDI took part in the 2nd China Charity Fair, and published the Evaluation Report on China’s Charity Ranking
Lists.
