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Executive Summary

‘With the concerted efforts of all the staff, China Development Institute (CDI) has made great achievements in the
following aspects in 2012.

Public Policy Study

CDI carried out public policy studies on the following three major fields:

1. CDI integrated the industrial study with urban development strategies. Led by Prof. Fan Gang, President of CDI.
a research team composed of research fellows with different majors had compiled the annual report on public policy:
Urbanization: Factor Accumulation, Planning and Governance. which was published by the China Economic
Publishing House in April 2012,

2. In 2012, CDI gave special priorities to the study on citizenization of migrant workers concerning the untimely
withdrawal of migrant workers from urban labor market. Till now, CDI researchers have gained some insights into
theories and policies and the report will be made public soon.

3. With joint efforts of Mr. Chen Jinhua, Honorary Chairman and the CDI research team, the work named China
Model and System was published by People’s Publishing House in April 2012, The book reflects Mr. Chen’s creative
thinking over years as well as the efforts of the CDI research team. As his second academic book following Opening,
a Nations Rise and Fall, the preface of the book appeared on People’s Daily on July 5. 2011, arousing widespread
attention from home and abroad.

Research Projects for Government at Different Levels

After 30 years’ reform and opening up, China has entered a critical period of d with i 2

and social problems to be resolved, As a think tank at the frontier of reform, CDI tends to conduct its research and
consultation independently and objectively on an international basis in a bid to offer forward-looking and pragmatic
service to governments at different levels.

It will serve the
NDRC's supportive policies for industrial relocation and ADB’s $1 billion policy-based loans to industrial parks in
central and western China,

5) As required by the Guangdong Provincial C i CDI completed the Report on Priorities and Measures of
Deepening Reform and Opening-up in Guangdong.
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2. Research projects for Shenzhen Municipal Government
In the year of 2012, CDI has completed 57 h projects for the local government.

Now the
CDI CFCI provides a valuable th ical basis for ial develop plans and policies in quite some cities
in China. Additionally, CDI has set up a regular hanism of building Shenzhen fi ial center: (1) Introduce
Shenzhen financial center to the world by holding annual international seminar. (2) I.aunch the website of Information
for Financial Centers (http://www.cfei.org.cn) with Chinese and English ions to a professional. fair and
authoritative public service platform sharing information between China and the global ﬁ.nam:lal centers. The internal
bimonthly jowrnal Theory and Practice for Financial Centers has been released in 10 editions, which proved to be
well received by the industry. (3) Annual report of Comparative Study on Shenzhen Financial Center based on the
CDI CFCI has been submitted to Shenzhen municipal government for decision making.
3) With its Study on the Public Service Supply by Social Organizations in Shenzhen, CDI won the first prize in the
1 of major h projects by Shenzhen Municipal Cy ittee and G in 2011.

Consultation Projects and Feasibility Studies
